Researchers at the Faculties of Humanities, Law, Theology and Social Sciences are hereby
invited to apply for seed money for projects focusing on policy, practice and impact.

The goal with this pool of funding is:

(1) to promote research-practice collaboration and innovative approaches to the co-creation of
projects with external stakeholdes e.g. the public sector, the private sector and civil society
organizations;

(2) to launch new projects in collaboration with external stakeholders;

(3) to contribute to research and knowledge that addresses current political and societal issues
reaching a broad and relevant audience.

The newly established Crown Princess Mary Center (CPMC) administers the distribution of
funds.Read more about the center here:

The role of the Crown Princess Mary Center

[0 The center will be an active partner in the project and can provide assistance with
identifying potential partners, fundraising and communication. Furthermore, the center
can host certain activities and meetings to the extent needed.

[0 The center expects continuous dialogue about the project and that grant recipients
actively seek to approach and engage actors in the outside world.

Criteria and assessment
It is a prerequisite that the project proposal meets the following criteria:

[0 The research project must be relevant to the outside world. Projects with preexisting
interfaces of cooperation with external actors are preferred.

[0 The project can deliver visible results that are relevant to external stakeholders seeking
to address complex societal issues.

In addition, the following criteria will be important in the assessment:

[0 That the project addresses contemporary political or societal issues and that the

project’s goals and results can be communicated in a way that’s relevant to the outside

world and the issues that decision-makers are grappling with.

Professional quality and rigor.

[ That the project might lead to larger collaborative projects, with the possibility of
acquiring external funding.

[1 That the project is interdisciplinary and involves several of the four faculties.

Who can apply?

The main applicant must be employed in a research position by one of the four faculties. Co-
applicants may be employed by the University of Copenhagen, other academic institutions or
external actors. We encourage all interested researchers to apply, regardless of their academic
position.

Grants will be in the range of 100.000-200.000 DKK per project and will cover expenses related
to project and cooperation activities, preliminary studies as well as salaries for student
assistants, academic staff etc. The entire seed-funding pool for this round is 800.000 DKK.

Duration of project

Up to 1 year.

Deadline for application and final decisions

The deadline for applications is 9 May 2022.

The CPMC expects to communicate final decisions to all applicants in mid-June.

The application must be submitted by filling out the enclosed template. The application should
be short and concise (max. two A4-pages) and must include a short description of the grant’s
importance for the project. In addition, a budget for the requested funding must be enclosed.
